STATEMENT OF ISSUE:

Jefferson County Public Health requests the opportunity for a workshop to discuss a draft agreement with
Jefferson Land Trust for the Ruck Salmon Creek Conservation Futures Project.

ANALYSIS/STRATEGIC GOALS/PRO' S and CON' S:
This project, for Jefferson Land Trust to acquire a 155- acre parcel of timberlands, was approved for
Conservation Futures funds in Resolution# 34- 22 on August 1, 2022. The Land Trust and Health would like
to review minor changes to the project since the application and answer any questions the Board may have
so that it may be possible to proceed to closing as quickly as possible.

FISCAL IMPACT/ COST BENEFIT ANALYSIS:
Funding for this project is provided by the Conservation Futures Fund, and there is no impact to the
County' s General Fund.

RECOMMENDATION:

JCPH Management recommends BoCC provide an opportunity for a workshop to discuss a draft agreement
with Jefferson Land Trust for the Ruck Salmon Creek Conservation Futures Project.

1. PartiestothisAgreement

ThisJefferson County Conservation Futures Program Project Grant Agreement (thisAgreement)  
isentered intobetween Jefferson County (County), POBox1220, PortTownsend, Washington
98368 andJefferson LandTrust (Sponsor), 1033Lawrence Street, Port Townsend, Washington
98368.  

2. PurposeofthisAgreement

ThisAgreement setsouttheterms andconditions bywhich agrant ismade through theJefferson
County Conservation Futures Fund, Chapter 3.08 oftheJefferson County Code (JCC), as
approved byResolution No. 53 21.  

3. GrantAdministration

Thegrant isadministered byJefferson County Public Health Department onbehalfoftheproject
Sponsor.  

4. Description ofProject

Thesubject project isdescribed intheScope ofWork (Appendix A).  

5. ProjectRequirements

Jefferson Land Trust shall implement aConservation Futures Program project to acquire infee
simple titleviastatutory warranty deed (Exhibit A) ofthelandtothe155-acreproperty known
in the records of the Jefferson County Assessor as APN# 902272000 (theProperty) and as
described in the 2022 Conservation Futures project application for the Ruck Salmon Creek
Project ( Exhibit B) and 2022 Conservation Futures Program Manual ( Exhibit C), and as
authorized by Resolution No. 35-22. (Exhibit D).  Thestatutory warranty deedshall prevent
subdivision while allowing fornative forest management andhabitat protections, orasdescribed
intheproject application. Language must beincluded inthestatutory warranty deedtoprotect

costs ofacquiring theProperty were provided inpart bygrant funding
from the Jefferson County Conservation Futures property tax authorized by
Washington law. Grantee hereby agrees to be bound by Jefferson County Code
JCC) 3.08.030(9), the uses authorized under RCW 84.34.230, including the

obligation to ensure the long-term conservation of the Property in accordance
with the terms and conditions of thestatutory warranty deed, andtoobtain the
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consent ofJefferson County prior toanyconveyance ofanyinterest acquired
hereby. Consistent withJCC3.08.030(9), theProperty shallnotbeconverted toa
different useunless andonly ifother equivalent landsorinterest inlands within
Jefferson County arereceived byGrantee inexchange.  

6. PeriodofPerformance

TheProject reimbursement period foracquisition expenses shallbegin onNovember 1, 2021and
end on August 22, 2025 unless proof of match isprovided prior to this date. Work performed
consistent with this Agreement during its term, but prior to the adoption of this Agreement, is
hereby ratified.  

7. AnnualReporting Required.  

stAnnual reporting bytheSponsor totheCounty isrequired every yearonorbefore December 31
until three years after theacquisition fundsaredispersed.  

8. ProjectFunding

Thetotalgrant award provided bytheConservation Futures Fund fortheProject shallnotexceed
135,000. TheConservation Futures Fundshallnotpayanyamount beyond thatapproved inthis

Agreement forfunding oftheProject. TheSponsor shallberesponsible fornoless than50%  
percent ofthetotal Project costandallProject costs inexcess of $270,000. Theestimated
contribution bytheSponsor toward workontheProject shallbeasindicated below. The
contribution bytheConservation Futures Fund toward work on the Project is described
immediately above andin above.

9. Unexpended ProjectAllocations

Should unexpected Project allocations, including (but not limited to) project completion at less
than theestimated costor (alternatively) theabandonment oftheProject occur, then theSponsor
shallnotify theCounty within 30days.  

10. Modification ofthisAgreement

All rights and obligations of the parties to this Agreement are subject to this Agreement and its
attachments.  Except as provided inthisAgreement, no alteration of any of the terms or
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conditions of this Agreement shall be effective unless provided inwriting. All such alterations,  
except those concerning the period of performance, must be signed by both parties. Period of
performance extensions needonlybesignedbyJefferson BoardofCounty Commissioners.  

11. Indemnification

Sponsor shall indemnify and hold harmless the County, its past or present employees, officers,  
agents, elected or appointed officials or volunteers ( and their marital communities), from and
against all claims, losses or liability, oranyportion thereof, including reasonable fees
andcosts, arising frominjuryordeath topersons, including injuries, sickness, disease ordeath to

own employees, or damage to property occasioned by a negligent act, omission or
failure of the Sponsor.  Sponsor shall be liable only to the extent of proportional
negligence.  The Sponsor specifically assumes potential liability for actions brought against the
County bySponsor'semployees, including all other persons engaged inthe performance ofany
work orservice required oftheSponsor under thisAgreement and, solely for thepurpose ofthis
indemnification and defense, the Sponsor specifically waives any immunity under the state
industrial insurance law, Title51RCW TheSponsor recognizes that thiswaiver wasspecifically
entered intopursuant toprovisions ofRCW4.24.115andwassubject ofmutual negotiation.  For
theavoidance ofdoubt, theobligations inthissection shall survive theexpiration ortermination
ofthisAgreement.  

12. Insurance

The Sponsor shall secure and maintain in force throughout the duration of thisAgreement
policies ofinsurance asfollows:  

Workers Compensation Insurance.  IfandonlyiftheSponsor employs anyperson(s) inthestatus
of employee or employees separate from or in addition to any equity owners, sole proprietor,  
partners, owners orshareholders oftheSponsor, Work Compensation Insurance inanamount
oramounts thatarenot lessthantherequired statutory minimum(s) asestablished bytheStateof
Washington orthestateorprovince where theSponsor islocated.  

Commercial Automobile Liability Insurance providing bodily injury and property damage
liability coverage forall owned and non-owned vehicles assigned toorused inthe performance
of the work for a combined single limit of not less than $500,000 each occurrence with the
County named as an additional insured in connection with the performance of the
contract.  

General Commercial Liability Insurance inanamount not less than asingle limitofone million
dollars ($ 1,000,000) per occurrence and an aggregate of not less than two (2) times the
occurrence amount ($2,000,000.00 minimum) for bodily injury, including death and property
damage, unless a greater amount is specified in the contract specifications. The insurance
coverage shall contain no limitations on the scope of the protection provided and include the
following minimum coverage:  

a. Broad FormProperty Damage, withnoemployee exclusion;  

b. Personal Injury Liability, including extended bodily injury;  
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c. Broad FormContractual/Commercial Liability including completed operations;  

d. Premises Operations Liability (M&C);  

e. Independent Contractors andsubcontractors;  

f. Blanket Contractual Liability.  

Such insurance coverage shallbeevidenced byoneofthefollowing methods:  

Certificate ofInsurance;  

Self-insurance through an irrevocable Letter of Credit from a qualified financial
institution.  

TheCounty shallbenamed asanadditional insured party under thispolicy.  

Certificates ofcoverage asrequired bythissection shallbedelivered totheCounty within fifteen
15) daysofexecution ofthisAgreement.  

Anydeductibles or self-insured retention shall be declared to and approved bythe County prior
to the approval of the contract by the County. At the option of the County, the insurer shall
reduce or eliminate deductibles or self-insured retention or the Sponsor shall procure a bond
guaranteeing payment of losses and related investigations, claim administration and defense
expenses.  

The Sponsor shall include all subcontractors as insured under its insurance policies or shall
furnish separate certificates and endorsements for each subcontractor. All insurance provisions
forsubcontractors shallbesubject toalloftherequirements stated inthisAgreement.  

Failure of the Sponsor to take out or maintain any required insurance shall not relieve the
Sponsor from any liability under thisAgreement, nor shall the insurance requirements be
construed toconflict withorotherwise limittheobligations concerning indemnification.  

It isagreed bytheparties that insurers shall have noright of recovery orsubrogation against the
County (including its employees and other agents and agencies), it being the intention of the
parties that the insurance policies so affected shall protect both parties and be primary coverage
for any and all losses covered by the above described insurance.  It is further agreed by the
parties that insurance companies issuing thepolicy orpolicies shall have norecourse against the
County (including itsemployees andother agents andagencies) forpayment ofanypremiums or
for assessments under any form of policy. It is further agreed by the parties that any and all
deductibles intheabove described insurance policies shall beassumed byandbeatthesole risk
oftheSponsor.  

It is agreed by the parties that judgments for which the County may be liable, in excess of
insured amounts provided inthisAgreement, or any portion thereof, may be withheld from
payment due, or to become due, to the Sponsor until such time as the Sponsor shall furnish
additional security covering suchjudgment asmaybedetermined bytheCounty.  
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The County reserves the right to request additional insurance on an individual basis for extra
hazardous contracts andspecific service agreements.  

Any coverage for third party liability claims provided to the County by a created
pursuant toCh. 48.62RCW shallbenon-contributory with respect toanypolicy ofinsurance the
Sponsor mustprovide inorder tocomply withthisAgreement.  

Iftheproofofinsurance orcertificate indicating theCounty isan toapolicy
obtained bytheSponsor refers toanendorsement (bynumber orname) but does notprovide the
full textof that endorsement, then itshall be theobligation of the Sponsor toobtain the full text
ofthatendorsement andforward thatfulltexttotheCounty.  

The County may, upon the Sponsor failure to comply with all provisions of thisAgreement
relating to insurance, withhold payment or compensation that would otherwise be due to the
Sponsor.  

Fortheavoidance ofdoubt, theobligations inthissection shall survive theexpiration or
termination ofthisAgreement.  

13. Independent Contractor

The Sponsor isan independent contractor with respect to the services provided pursuant to this
Agreement. TheSponsor isnotasanagent, anemployee oraservant oftheCounty.  Nothing in
thisAgreement shallbeconsidered tocreate therelationship ofemployer andemployee between
the parties. TheSponsor specifically hasthe right todirect andcontrol Contractors own
activities andoverallofitssubcontractors, employees, agents andrepresentatives inproviding
theagreed services inaccordance with thespecifications setoutinthisAgreement. Neither
Sponsor nor any employee of Sponsor shall be entitled to any benefits accorded County
employees by virtue of the services provided under thisAgreement. The County shall not be
responsible for withholding or otherwise deducting federal income tax or social security or for
contributing to the state industrial insurance program, otherwise assuming the duties of an
employer with respect to Sponsor, or any employee ofSponsor.  TheSponsor agrees tofileall
necessary governmental documents, including appropriate taxreturns, reflecting income status as
anindependent contractor forservices rendered totheCounty under thisAgreement.  

14. NoAssignment

TheSponsor shallnotsublet orassign anyoftheservices covered bythisAgreement without the
express written consent of the County or its authorized representative. Assignment does not
include printing or other customary reimbursable expenses that may be provided in an
agreement.  

15. Ownership andUseofDocuments

All documents, drawings, specifications and other materials produced by the Sponsor in
connection with theservices rendered under thisAgreement shallbetheproperty oftheSponsor
whether theproject forwhich they aremade isexecuted ornot. TheCounty shallbepermitted to
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retain copies, including reproducible copies, of drawings and specifications for information,  
reference, anduseinconnection with theSponsor endeavors.  

16. Compliance withApplicable Statutes, Rules, andJeffersonCountyPolicies

This Agreement is governed by, and the Sponsor shall comply with, all applicable state and
federal laws and regulations, including RCW 84.34.210, and published agency policies, which
areincorporated intothisAgreement bythisreference asiffullysetforth.  

17. NoHarassment ofDiscrimination

Anyformofharassment, discrimination, orimproper fraternization withanyCounty employee is
strictly prohibited. TheSponsor shallnotdiscriminate onthegrounds ofrace, color, national
origin, religion, creed, age, sex, sexual orientation, orthepresence ofanyphysical orsensory
disability intheselection andretention ofemployees orprocurement ofmaterials orsupplies.O

18.  Accounting BooksandRecords

The Sponsor shall maintain complete financial records relating to thisAgreement and the
services rendered including all books, records, documents, receipts, invoices, and all other
evidence ofaccounting procedures andpractices which sufficiently andproperly reflectalldirect
and indirect cost of any nature expended in the performance of thisAgreement. The Sponso
records and accounts pertaining to thisAgreement are tobe kept available for inspection bythe
Office oftheStateAuditor, federal auditors, theJefferson County Auditor, andanypersons duly
authorized bytheCounty shall have fullaccess andtheright toexamine anyofthese materials
during thisperiod foraperiod often (10) years after thedateofthefinalpayment toSponsor. If
anylitigation, claimoraudit isstarted before theexpiration ofthesix (6) yearperiod, therecords
shall beretained untilalllitigation, claims, oraudit findings involving therecords havebeen
resolved.  Copies shall be made available upon request.  Records andother documents, inany
medium, furnished byoneparty tothisAgreement totheotherparty, will remain theproperty of
thefurnishing party, unless otherwise agreed.  

19. Licensing, Accreditation andRegistration

The Sponsor shall comply with all applicable local, state and federal licensing, accreditation,  
permitting, and registration requirement/standards necessary for the performance of this
Agreement.  

20. Disputes

Except as otherwise provided in thisAgreement, when a bona fide dispute arises between
Jefferson County and the Sponsor and itcannot be resolved, either party may request adispute
hearing withamediator agreed uponbytheparties, orifagreement cannot bemade, themediator
shallbeselected bytheJefferson County Superior Court. Either request for a dispute
hearing mustbeinwriting andclearly state:  

a. thedisputed issue(s);  
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b. therelative positions oftheparties; and,  

c. theSponsor name, address andagency contact number.  

Requests fordispute hearings must be mailed to the Project Manager, Jefferson County
Environmental Public Health Department, 615Sheridan St., Port Townsend, WA 98368, within
fifteen (15) days after either party received notice ofthedisputed issue(s). Theparties agree that
this dispute process shall precede any action inajudicial or quasi-judicial tribunal. The parties
shall split evenly the cost of mediation or whatever form of dispute resolution is used.  The

Thevenue foranylegalaction shallbesolely intheappropriate statecourt inJefferson County,  
Washington, subject tothevenue provisions foractions against counties inRCW 36.01.050.  

Each party to thisAgreement shall be responsible for their owndispute andlitigation costs,  
including fees.  

21. Termination forFunding

Jefferson County may unilaterally terminate thisAgreement in the event funding from state,  
federal, orother sources arewithdrawn, reduced, orlimited inanywayafter theeffective dateof
thisAgreement.  

22. Termination forConvenience

The County reserves the right to terminate thisAgreement at any time bygiving ten (10) days
written notice totheSponsor.  

23. Assignment

The Sponsor shall not sublet or assign any interest inthisAgreement, and shall not transfer any
interest inthisAgreement without theexpress written consent oftheCounty.  

24. NoWaiver

Waiver byanyparty of any provision of thisAgreement or any time limitation provided for in
thisAgreement shallnotconstitute awaiverofanyotherprovision.  

Noconsent byeither party to, orwaiver of, abreach byeither party, whether express orimplied,  
shallconstitute aconsent to, waiver of, orexcuse ofanyother, different, orsubsequent breach by
either party.  

Notermorprovision ofthisAgreement shall beconsidered waived byeither party, andno
breach excused byeither party, unless such waiverorconsent isinwriting signed onbehalf of
theparty against whom thewaiver isasserted. Failure ofaparty todeclare anybreachordefault
immediately upon theoccurrence thereof, ordelay intaking anyaction inconnection with, shall
notwaive suchbreach ordefault.  
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25. CountyDoesNotAssumeAdditional Duties

TheCounty doesnotassume anyobligation orduty, except asrequired byfederal orstate law, to
determine if Sponsor is complying with all applicable statutes, rules, codes ordinances or
permits.  

26. Agreement Representatives

27. EntireAgreement

ThisAgreement, along with all attachments, constitutes the entire agreement of the parties. No
other understandings, oral orotherwise, regarding this Agreement shall exist or bind anyof the
parties.  

28. Severability

Provided itdoesnotresult inamaterial change intheterms ofthisAgreement, ifanyprovision
ofthisAgreement ortheapplication ofthisAgreement toanyperson orcircumstance shallbe
invalid, illegal, orunenforceable toanyextent, theremainder ofthisAgreement andthe
application thisAgreement shall notbeaffected andshall beenforceable tothefullest extent
permitted bylaw.  

29. Survival

Those provisions ofthisAgreement thatbytheir sense andpurpose should survive thetermof
thisAgreement shall survive thetermofthisAgreement.  Without limiting thegenerality ofthe
preceding sentence, andfortheavoidance ofdoubt, theprovisions thatsurvive thetermofthis
agreement include: (a) controlling law; (b) insurance; and, (c) indemnification.  

30. BindingonSuccessors, HeirsandAssigns

ThisAgreement shallbebinding uponandinure tothebenefit oftheparties successors in
interest, heirsandassigns.  
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31. NoThird-partyBeneficiaries

Theparties donotintend, andnothing inthisAgreement shall beconstrued tomean, thatany
provision inthisAgreement isforthebenefit ofanyperson orentity whoisnotaparty.  

32. Signature inCounterparts

ThisAgreement maybeexecuted inoneormore counterparts, eachofwhich shall bedeemed an
original, andallofwhich counterparts together shall constitute thesame instrument which may
besufficiently evidenced byonecounterpart. Execution ofthisAgreement atdifferent times and
places bytheparties shallnotaffect thevalidity ofthisAgreement, solongasalltheparties
execute acounterpart ofthisAgreement.  

33. Facsimile andElectronic Signatures

Theparties agree that facsimile andelectronic signatures shall havethesame forceandeffectas
original signatures.  

34. PublicRecordsAct

Notwithstanding anyprovisions ofthisAgreement tothecontrary, totheextent anyrecord,  
including anyelectronic, audio, paperorother media, is required tobekeptorindexed asa
public record inaccordance with theWashington Public Records Act, Chapter 42.56 RCW (as
maybeamended), theSponsor agrees tomaintain all records constituting public records andto
produce orassist theCounty inproducing such records, within thetimeframes andparameters
setforth instate law.  

TheSponsor alsoagrees thatupon receipt ofanywritten public record request, theSponsor shall,  
within twobusiness days, notify theCounty byproviding acopyoftherequest perthenotice
provisions ofthisAgreement.  

ThisAgreement, once executed, shall
ifitisrequested pursuant totheWashington Public Records Act.  

35. EffectiveDateofthisAgreement

ThisAgreement shallbeeffective uponsigning byallparties.  

36. Controlling Law

Itisunderstood andagreed that thisAgreement isentered intointheStateofWashington. This
Agreement shallbegoverned byandconstrued inaccordance with thelawsoftheUnited States,  
theStateofWashington andtheCounty ofJefferson, asifapplied totransactions entered into
andtobeperformed wholly within Jefferson County, Washington between Jefferson County
residents. Nopartyshall argueorassert thatanystate lawother thanWashington lawapplies to
thegovernance orconstruction ofthisAgreement.  
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37. OrderofPrecedence.  

Ifthere isaninconsistency inthetermsofthisAgreement, orbetween itsterms andany
applicable statute orrule, theinconsistency shallberesolved bygiving precedence inthe
following order: (a) Applicable state statutes andrules; (b) local lawsandrules; and, (c) case
law.  

38. ForceMajeure

Neither partyshallbeindefault byreason ofanyfailure inperformance ofthisAgreement, if

party, including butnot limited to; (a) actsofGod; (b) terrorism orother actsofapublic enemy;  
c) war; or, (d) epidemics, pandemics orquarantine restrictions.  

39. Attachments

Anyattachment tothisAgreement ispartofthisAgreement andisincorporated byreference into
thisAgreement.  

40. Representations andWarranties

Theparties represent andwarrant that:  (a) Each person signing thisAgreement isfully
authorized toenter intothisAgreement onbehalfoftheparty forwhom signature isbeing made;  
b) Eachparty that isacorporate entity isdulyorganized andvalidly existing ingood standing

under thelawsofoneofthestatesoftheUnited States ofAmerica; (c) Themaking and

incorporation, charter, orby-laws; (d) Each corporate party has takenallnecessary corporate and
internal legalactions todulyapprove themaking andperformance ofthisAgreement andthatno
further corporate orother internal approval isnecessary; and, (e) Eachparty hasreadthis
Agreement initsentirety andknow thecontents ofthisAgreement, that thetermsofthis
Agreement arecontractual andnotmerely recitals, andthat theyhavesigned thisAgreement,  
having obtained theadvice oflegal counsel.
