On February 26, 2024, Climate Action Committee (CAC) members presented the CAC recommendation regarding new emissions and sequestration goals. CAC Chair Kees Kolff and CAC member Cindy Jayne were present to answer questions posed by the Board. Member Jayne provided a presentation on the proposed sequestration goal, and the rationale behind it, and emissions goals.

[bookmark: _Hlk164685751]The proposed new carbon sequestration goals for Jefferson County, excluding the Olympic National Park and Wilderness areas:

· By 2030: a 20% increase above the 2011-2016 baseline of 1.6 million metric tons of CO2 (MMTCO2)/year, up to 2.0 MMTCO2
· By 2050: an additional 20% increase to 2.3 MMTCO2/year, for a total of 40% increase above 2011-2016 baseline
