Tami Pokorny invited Joanna Pontello CFCOC Committee Chair to speak. JP: 3 amazing projects, 2 from Jefferson Land Trust and one from the Northwest Watershed Institute. All projects were found worthy of funding, and upheld the values they see as Conservation Futures. She noted that unfortunately there was not enough money to fund all projects in full. They decided to fund Tarboo Wildlife Preserve - West Slope Forest addition $150k (what they requested), remainder of funds to the Humbleberry Farm project $140k, and up to $12k in operations funding. Unable to fund Deerfoot Forest at this time.
